	Ensures space in front of vehicle being passed
	
	

	Sets up GPS, radio, etc. in advance
	
	
	Ensures adequate space of oncoming traffic
	
	

	Maintains appropriate speed for conditions
	
	
	Utilizes turn signals
	
	

	Maintains proper following distance
	
	
	Entrance and Exit Ramps

	Maintains adequate clear zones to sides and rear
	
	
	Entrance ramps – increases speed as appropriate
	
	

	Keeps eyes focused on forward roadway
	
	
	Entrance ramps – turn signal
	
	

	Scans ahead to identify potential hazards
	
	
	Entrance ramps – safe merging
	
	

	Checks mirrors frequently (limit to 1.5 seconds) 
	
	
	Exit Ramps – gets into appropriate lane early
	
	

	Utilizes caution around pedestrians and cyclists
	
	
	Exit Ramps – turn signal
	
	

	No cell phone use and limits other distractions
	
	
	Exit Ramps – appropriate speed
	
	

	Covers brake when slowing and in heavy traffic
	
	
	Backing

	Height: observant for low wires and structures
	
	
	Only backs when necessary
	
	

	Intersections

	Backs from driver side (avoids blind side backing)
	
	

	Prepared to stop, even if light is green
	
	
	Gets out and looks to ensure space is clear
	
	

	Checks for cross and oncoming traffic and yields as appropriate. Does not take chances
	
	
	Turns off radio and rolls window down
	
	

	
	
	
	Uses a spotter when necessary
	
	

	Stops adequate distance behind vehicles
	
	
	Parking/fueling

	Keeps foot on brake to prevent rolling
	
	
	Aware of height restrictions/clearances
	
	

	Limits left turns when possible
	
	
	Parks in well-lit areas
	
	

	Prefers left turns @ green arrows or 4 way stops
	
	
	Parks away from other vehicles when possible

	Exits to the right when possible

	Cargo Securement and Trailers

	Checks for cross traffic and yields as appropriate
	
	
	Properly secures cargo and loose items
	
	

	Turns into the proper lane
